Program objectives

CSAA program is designed to equip candidates with the requisite technical understanding

and professional skills on Shari’a compliance and review processes for the international

Islamic banking and finance industry. Through the CSAA program, candidates will gain

advanced knowledge on:

e Roles and functions of various Shari'a compliance and review processes in financial
institutions.

e Correlation between a financial institution’s Shari‘a Supervisory Board (SSB) and its internal
Shari'a compliance and review processes.

e Mechanism to ensure Shari'a compliance in accordance to resolutions and fatwas (Scholars’
rulings) issued by SSB.

e Technical review of banking and financial operations to determine Shari‘a compliance.

e Establishing the foundations to gain stakeholders’ trust and confidence in a financial
institution’s adherence to Shari‘a.

Program content

CSAA program covers technical subjects that are essential to Shari’a compliance and

review processes for the international Islamic banking and finance industry, including:

¢ AAOIFI's Shari‘a standards on Islamic finance products and practices, and Shari‘a basis for

those standards.

AAOIFI's Governance standards on Shari'a compliance and review processes.

Islamic banking and finance supervision (including regulatory and external supervision,

internal review, and application of AAOIFI's standards).

Operational structures for Shari'a compliance and review.

Shari'a compliance and review procedures (including on planning, operations, documentation,

and reporting).

e Application of Shari'a and Figh (Islamic jurisprudence) to Islamic banking and finance
practices.

Professionals and executives who are currently involved in Shari'a compliance and review for
banking and finance.

Professionals and executives who are currently involved in accounting, auditing, and finance.
Professionals and executives with interests in the fields of Shari'a, accounting, auditing, or
finance.

(Command of the Arabic language is a requirement for the CSAA program.)

Program details

Candidates will be provided with study packages upon successful registration into the program.
A training session for candidates will be held subsequent to the close of registration of each
intake, and examination will be conducted at the end of the program. Duration from the close of
registration of each intake to the examination is approximately 4 months.

Study packages for the program include AAOIFI's standards publications and CSAA course
materials.

Training session will be conducted by Shari‘a scholars and esteemed members of AAOIFI's Shari'a
Board.

e Successful candidates will receive CSAA certification and admission as a CSAA. The CSAA
certification will allow professional career advancement especially in Shari'a compliance and
review for the international Islamic banking and finance industry.
